Scoring System (CLASS®) Pre-K Teacher-Child Observation Instrument 
during its on-site reviews of grant recipients. CLASS®-reliable reviewers 
visit a random sample of preschool classrooms to obtain scores of 
individual grant recipients. These are aggregated national CLASS ® data 
of past grant recipients.
